AND COMPUTING ANNUAL NON-AD VALOREM 

SPECIAL ASSESSMENTS TO BE DEPOSITED INTO THE 

FUND; SPECIFYING AUTHORIZED USES FOR THE FUND 

PROCEEDS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY, 

CODIFICATION AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
